Hayes Theatre Co is open for proposals from producers to present a production for the 2018 season. There will be a number of slots available of between 5 and 8 weeks throughout the year. 
We are looking for productions of new and existing work including recent shows from Broadway and the West End and reimagined classics. 

All submissions will go through to our programming committee for assessment and successful projects will be contacted with an offer of dates. 
The 2019 season will be launched in September 2018. 

WHAT WE ARE LOOKING FOR

In line with our mission statement, Hayes Theatre Co looks favourably on submissions that represent a range of performances from re-imagined classic musicals, new work from Australia and overseas, cabaret, and children’s productions – that will connect with an already established music theatre-loving audience in Sydney – providing opportunities for emerging and diverse groups of creative and performing artists. Submissions will be assessed in accordance with the following criteria:

· Creativity: Whether it be a reimagining of a classic musical or a more recent work, we are looking for a vision that demonstrates a creative approach to the production. 

· Excellence: The creative team involved has a demonstrated track record of excellence in their chosen fields. 
· Diversity: An approach that reflects the diverse nature of the cultural identity of Australia. 

THE DEAL

Hayes Theatre Co will be your presenting partner. Your project is required to have a dedicated emerging or professional producer attached, the creative expertise and the financial means to mount a successful high-quality production. Hayes Theatre Co does not provide any financial investment in your production and you will be entering into a venue hire contract with the theatre. 
For musical theatre productions, we are seeking productions that can run between 5 weeks and 8 weeks, with a minimum of 7 performances per week. Cabaret productions may be from 1-8 performances, and may be required to perform on the set of the current mainstage production. Dedicated week-long hires are available for cabarets presenting 4 or more performances. For details of hire charges for 1-3 cabaret performances please contact Victoria Wildie.

PLEASE NOTE: During the first two months of 2019, Hayes Theatre Co will be undergoing some FOH upgrades preventing productions from presenting prior to the week commencing 25 February 2019.

All producers must agree to abide by the Hayes Theatre Co Style Guide and Hayes Theatre Co Ticketing Policy, and to communicate the Hayes Theatre Co WH&S and Code of Conduct policies and procedures to all members of their production company. These will be provided with your venue hire agreement.
HIRE FEES

Hire Fees Include:
· Full Box Office services including online, telephone and in person sales. 


· Inclusion on Hayes Theatre Co website and featured in fortnightly e-newsletters, Facebook and other social media, with exposure to over 11,500 unique ticket purchasers. 


· Featured during program announcement events with live performance. 


· A FOH Supervisor and FOH staff for all performances.


· One Sound Operator’s presence for up to 28 hours per week is included in the microphone hire charges for performance weeks. The sound operator will also be present for bump-in (if required), technical and dress rehearsals for up to 50 hours during the bump-in/tech week (including performances). Additional hours (over 28 hours) will be charged at $35.00 per hour for additional calls outside of tech week.


· Our standard lighting inventory including lighting desk and lanterns and electricity. If you require any further equipment from our stock such as projector or hazer, hire can be arranged for an additional cost.

Charges:
· Theatre Hire Performance Weeks – charged at a minimum $2750 per week (plus GST) against 30% of gross box office capped at $3750 (plus GST) maximum hire per week for 7 performances per week; or a minimum $3,000 per week (plus GST) against 30% of gross box office, capped at $4,000 per week (plus GST) for 8 performances per week. 


· Theatre Hire Bump-in/Tech Week – charged at $4,500 per week, which includes an overtime allowance for the Technical Manager and Sound Operator of up to 30 hours (each). Additional crew hired to work on lighting and set bump-in will be charged according to their hours.

· Sound Hires - Wireless radio microphones are charged at a rate of $850 (plus GST) per week for 1 – 4 microphones, $1100 (plus GST) for 5-8 microphones and $1350 (plus GST) per week for 8 – 12 microphones, which can comprise of a mix of headset and handheld microphones. The aforementioned fees include the engagement of a sound technician/ operator, use of our standard sound inventory including sound desk, PA, transmitters, microphone packs and belts. 

· A MyMix system and instrument microphones are available to hire at an additional rate. 

· Additional inside charges apply to all ticket sales.
